Core Learning of This Unit:

¢ Explore the main features of places of worship in Christianity and at least one other religion

¢ Find out how the place of worship is used and talk to some Christians, Muslims about how and

why it is important in their lives.

¢ Notice similarities and differences between places of worship and how they are used.
